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If jurisdiction to commit a person is terminated
under R(. 2945 due to the expiration of the
maximum prison term or term of imprisonment
for a defendant found incompetent to stand trial
or not guilty by reason of insanity, the criminal
court or the prosecutor may file an affidavit for civil
commitment of a defendant under R.C.5122 or R.(.5123.
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The court retains jurisdiction over the person
for 10 days after the filing of an affidavit for the
probate court to conduct a civil-commitment
hearing.

If the probate court commits the person, the chief
clinical officer of the facility or the person to which
the defendant is committed or admitted shall send
to the prosecutor the notices required under

R.C. 2945.38(H)@)(a)(i) - (ii).
