* The witness uses profanity
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* The witness keeps on switching codes

* The interpreter’s four magic words:

* “Excuse me, Your Honor.”
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Court Interpreter: 34 Person
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And Now, for the Record...

* The interpreter would like to state... for the record
* The interpreter stands by her interpretation
* The interpreter stands corrected
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But We Are Not on the Record
