These sub-network meetings allow 
specialized docket practitioners to discuss the challenges and successes they have faced in their 
specific role on the specialized docket court team. In addition, the sub-network meetings offer 
opportunities for specialized docket professionals to provide program updates, discuss program 
operations, and discover innovative and effective strategies employed by other specialized 
dockets.

A teen who has been depressed at some point in the past year is more than twice as likely to have 
used marijuana as teens who have not reported being depressed — 25 percent compared with 12 
percent, said the report by the White House Office of National Drug Control Policy. "Marijuana is 
a more consequential substance of abuse than our culture has treated it in the last 20 years," said 
John Walters, director of the office. "This is not just youthful experimentation that they'll get over 
as we used to think in the past."

Graduation from mental health court means a new lease on life for John L. Way Jr. “It’s a good 
thing for me because, if I didn’t have this mental health court right now, I would be sitting in jail 
right now. I’d be sitting in jail, looking out a window,” Way said. “I’d be in orange [jail overalls] 
right now, saying ‘Why didn’t I make the decision?’” Way observed. Way’s graduation from 
mental health court allows him to clear a major hurdle en route to his chosen profession. More… 
 
MENTAL HEALTH COURT AN ALTERNATIVE TO PRISON 
The county’s judges are considering creating a mental health court that would focus on 
getting the mentally ill treatment instead of sending them to prison. Malcolm Peel, an Ohio 
board member of the National Alliance of Mental Illness who proposed the idea in Lorain 
County, said the concept has had great success elsewhere in Ohio and around the nation.

MENTAL HEALTH COURT SHOULD BE CREATED TO SERVE LORAIN COUNTY 
The proposal to create a mental health court in Lorain County is very much welcome. Such a 
court is much needed and long overdue. Many inmates in Lorain County's jail, and across the 
nation, have landed there because of behavior related to their mental illness, either directly or 
indirectly. Bipolar disorder, schizophrenia and depression can take a severe toll on the lives of 
those who have these disorders. In many cases, prescription medications and other treatment can 
help those afflicted to recover their lives. More… 
 
PANEL TO HELP INDIGENT FAMILIES 
The Mahoning County Probate Court has established a panel of 14 lawyers who’ve agreed to 
represent families of severely mentally disabled or retarded people in need of a guardian without 
charge to the families. These lawyers have agreed to accept a reduced fee from an indigent 
guardianship fund, which is funded through the court’s filing fees. They will be paid about $200 
to establish a guardianship, compared with the $800 to $1,000 normally charged to families by 
such lawyers for this service. More… 
 
MENTAL HEALTH COURT SOUGHT 
Lorain County leaders are being urged to create a mental health court that would handle cases of 
defendants with mental illnesses. Dr. Malcolm Peel, of the National Alliance on Mental Illness 
(NAMI) Lorain County affiliate, is leading the effort. A person with mental health issues 
convicted of a crime could undergo psychological analysis, receive medication and work with a 
caseworker and parole officer instead of being sent to jail or prison, Peel explained. More…
