The documentary style piece, which also aired on 
the Today Show, chronicled the year-long experience of three individuals whose 
addictions landed them in front of Adult and Juvenile Drug Court Judge Mary 
Chrzanowski. Throughout the riveting story, viewers got to see the judge known as ‘Scary 
Mary’ in action as she introduced participants to the rigors of Drug Court, worked with 
them through the difficult first months, fought to keep them on track when they
